The bar graph below displays the Average Daily Trafhic (ADT) of vehicles on specific portions of
Gay Street with proposed reconfigurations. The ADT of portions of Gay Street are compared to the
ADT of existing 3-lane roadway portions of North Main Street and Peach Grove Avenue.
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The bar graph above displays projected Average Daily Trafhic (ADT) of vehicles on specific portions
of Gay Street in the year 2040, given projected/potential additional trafhc that may result from new

housing or businesses. The numbers are helpful when considering how well the street will function
in future years.
