Planned improvements include:

e Aseparated two-way cycle track along Liberty Street and Noll Drive.

o A new shared-use path on Main Street from Grattan Street to Martin Luther King Jr. Way.

e Upgraded intersections with curb extensions, ADA-compliant curb ramps, pedestrian signals and enhanced
crosswalks.

e Bus stop bays with accessible boarding areas.

e Streetscape and landscaping improvements, including specialty paving, site furnishings and new trees.

e Replacement of aging water lines and upgrades to select sanitary sewer lines.
